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Child Abuse Policy

This child abuse policy aims to:

* Prevent and protect children from all forms of abuse, including

physical, emotional, sexual, and neglection.

* Ensure that all staff members are aware of their legal and ethical obligations to

report suspected child abuse.

Definitions

*Child abuse: Any form of physical, emotional, or sexual mistreatment or
neglection of a child.

*Physical abuse: Any intentional act that causes injury or pain to a child.
*Emotional abuse: Any act or pattern of acts that causes a child to feel emotionally
distressed, such as verbal abuse, bullying, or ostracism.

*Sexual abuse: Any act or pattern of acts that involves sexual contact or

exploitation of a child.

Suspected abuse should be reported immediately to the school's social worker.
They will investigate the report and take appropriate action, which may include
contacting the child's parents or guardians, reporting to the police or child

protection services, or seeking medical attention for the child.

Prevention Strategies

The school will implement a range of prevention strategies to raise awareness
about child abuse, create a positive and supportive school environment, and

empower children to speak up about abuse.

These strategies may include:

*Providing regular child protection training for all staff members.
*Implementing a child protection curriculum in the school's educational programs.
*Encouraging open communication between staff, parents, and children.

*Creating a designated safe space for children to report concerns or seek help.
